Fastening the footrests (4)

Fastening the left footrest: Place the
footrest marked with "SX" (= left) on the
left side facing forwards (see figure) in
the top preformed adjuster slot. Insert
the regulating pin marked with "SX" from
the outside of the child seat inwards.
Fastening the right footrest: Mount the
footrest and the regulating pin marked
with "DX" (=right) on the right side facing
forwards.

Figure 1:

Moving the seat horizontally

Phase 1 : Press the two halves of the
locking screw handle together so that
the safety clip opens.

Phase 2 : Turn the locking screw 90°
downwards.

Phase 3 : Move the child seat horizon-
tally until you find the right position.

Figure 2a:

Releasing the child seat.

To adjust the inclination of the child
seat, pull the release knob E upwards.

Figure 2b:

Setting the inclination of the child
seat.

Hold the release knob upwards, and
with your other hand incline the seat
to the desired position. Then let go of
the release knob.

DANGER! Once you have placed

the child in the seat, check to see that
the seat is slightly inclined backwards
to prevent the child from slipping
forwards and sliding out of the seat.
Check therefore that the child seat
backrest is adjusted so that it inclines
backwards slightly.
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Figure 3a:

Moving the footrests:

Turn the regulating pin adjuster lever
upwards. It is now possible to move
the footrests.

Figure 3b:
Fastening the footrests:
Once you have found the right positi-

on, turn the adjuster lever downwards.

The footrest is now fastened in place.

Figure 4a:

Fasten the safety belt onto the child
Adjust the height and length of the
belts according to the size of the
child.

Setting the height of the belt: It is
possible to extract the belt to adju-
st the height by pressing the block
behind the backrest towards the ope-
ning at intervals. Select the top and
bottom openings to fasten the belts
according to the height of the child.
Setting the length of the belt: Adjust
the length of the belts by moving the
clasps on the belt. The belts must be
fastened firmly without them being
too tight for the child.

Fastening the safety belt system:
Fastening the belt clasp. Check that
the belt clasp clicks shut properly,
and then pull the belt.
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DANGER! The fastening of the

belt is an important safety precauti-

on and must always be in place Always
check that it is correctly fastened before
every trip! The life of a child who is not
attached is in danger!

Figure 4b:

Unfastening the belts

Press simultaneously the two press-but-
tons (front and rear) on the clasp. The
clasp will open

IMPORTANT /NOTE: Releasing the clasp
is not that easy to guarantee maximum
levels of safety.

Figure 5:

Fastening the foot straps

Place the child’s foot inside the straps
and fasten them onto the hooks behind
the brackets. Do not pull the straps too
tight. To undo the straps, unhook them
and remove them from the bridges whilst
they are inclined.

WARNING! If the child's feet are not

strapped in, or strapped in incorrect-
ly, this could hurt him and/or cause an
accident! Make sure that the child can
not free his feet from the straps on his
own.

Figure 6:
Press the release button 1 on the faste-
ning block (8) and remove the child seat.

IMPORTANT/NOTE: Please contact the
manufacturer and/or specialized retai-
ler if you are not certain that you have
mounted the child seat correctly onto
your bicycle.

9 Cleaning and disposal

Clean the belts, the seat and the padding with warm water and a neutral
detergent or cleanser for delicate fabrics. Never use solvents or corrosive or
abrasive cleansers to avoid scratching the seat. Leave the padding to dry in
the open air. Do not iron!
The child seat and all its accessories must be disposed of and recycled at the
various ecological platforms or depots. Find out where your nearest ecologi-
cal depot is, the specialized staff will recycle all the parts avoiding all pos-

sible pollution.

Never throw the child seat into the urban waste bins!
